Meanwhile, Jody made sure to there would
be some good food on the table for the hungry men! Now we have to wait for
the doors to arrive. Not only were new walls put up, electricity and plumbing
had to be taken care of as well. The next big job is replacing and enlarging all
the external windows and setting some new ones, probably in January or
February. We'll see! While the work has advanced a lot, there
is still tons to be done! Like the floor.

Meanwhile, the weather has been all of the place, but no snow
of course. We have scraped the windows, and flowers have
started to bloom again thinking spring has arrived. Pretty
though. We have also enjoyed the beautiful trees in our
neighboring park during our one hour authorized daily outings.

As we are adapting and juggling with every changing rules and limits, we have continued
to walk with Jesus and serve Him in the many ways He has offered, together with those
who form His family. While we accept the challenge of keeping the ties between, we have
seen a real desire of people to meet and to be connected. The lockdowns, the masks, and the distancing
have brought out into the light that people need people and real relationships.

Today is Thanksgiving. For many it is a day with many mixed feelings and desires. In France, most don’t
know about giving thanks, though many know about “black Friday”. Because of Good Friday, we can give
thanks to our Creator who faithfully provides in our needs. Indeed, God is good!
